Airplane Mode ï Turns wireless services on/off. No phone 

or data services  are available when ON. 
 

Wi-Fi ï Wireless radio connects with available networks for 

Internet access. 
 

4G Settings ï Turns on the 4G radio, for faster downloads. 

Will shorten battery life. Only works in 4G enabled areas. 
 

Bluetooth Settings- Manage the devices and connections 

between the phone and Bluetooth enabled devices.   
 

Tetheringï Connects your phone to your laptop, netbook or 

other computer via USB cable to your phoneôs data service. 

This is an optional service. 
 

VPN Settingsï Typically not used accept to connect to 

highly secure intranets and cloud servers.  
 

Mobile networks- not a typical end-user setting. Making 

changes may affect the use of your smartphone.

Reject with message ï Allows you to send a pre-saved list 

of messages via SMS to callers when you ignore their call. 
 

North American Dialing ïAllows you to dial phone numbers 

in North America without adding a 1 before the area code. 
 

International Dialing ï Allows you to pre-set an international 

dialing code ( i.e. +011) to ease international calling.. 
 

DDTM- The setting will automatically direct an incoming call 

to voicemail when your device is using the data connection.   
 

TTYï Setting allows the phone to be used as a TTY text 

device for the hearing impaired. 
 

Call Guardï Will prompt you to proceed with a call if you 

are roaming from your home wireless network. Most plans 

now offer free roaming, so this setting can be left off.  
 

Voicemail settings- Customize your networkôs voicemail 

greetings, caller ID photos, etc.

Silent Mode Setting ï Allows you to set universal silence on 

the phone except for alarms or when you are listening to 

music or a video. 
 

VibrateïAllows you  set when the device notifies by vibrate- 

never, or under certain conditions 
 

Volumeï Allows you  set separate volume controls for 

phone  rings, media, notifications, or the system as a whole  
 

Voice call ringtone- Choose from a variety of tones to serve 

as your incoming call ringtone. MP3 songs can be used as 

tones as well, but the setting is made elsewhere.  
 

Notification ringtoneï Set the default tone for when you 

receive email, or SMS. 
 

Audible touch tonesï Activating this will make each press of 

the dial pad a noisy one.

Screen lock sounds ï  Plays sound whenever you are 

locking or unlocking your device screen. 
 

Haptic Feedbackïllows will vibrate on your finger when 

typing on the screen keyboard and other screen functions 
 

Vibration intensityï Slide bar adjusts the intensity of 

vibration on your finger when Haptic feedback is  engaged.

Brightness-  Slide bar to adjust  screen brightness. Check 

Auto brightness to allow the light sensor to  auto adjust . 
 

Auto-rotate screenï  Allows the accelerometer to rotate 

screen from portrait to landscape as you move the device. 
 

Animationï Pop-up windows and other screen animations 

are engaged or disengaged here. 
 

Screen timeoutï Set this function to save battery by 

allowing the device to go dark when not in use.  
 

Keyboard timeout-  set this function as above for your best 

convenience. 
 

Power saving mode- when engaged will save battery by 

dimming the screen when battery power is low,, etc. 

 

Horizontal calibration-  Place the device on a flat level 

surface to  calibrate the accelerometer. Perform this when 

the auto-rotate  screen function seems delayed.

Use Wireless Networks-  Gives the device the ability to use 

both Wi-Fi and wireless phone networks 
 

Use GPS Satellitesï  Allows the GPS radio to establish 

location for the GPS app and other geo-location based 

functions and services.. 
 

Set screen lockï Create a pattern to unlock the screen for 

security. Can also be a PIN or a password. 
 

Visible passwords- S will help when typing your password 

into apps, making  certain you are entering the correct data.  
 

Select Device Administrators-  Some apps may be able to 

manage certain security functions, search for malware or 

corrupt data, etc. Add or remove them in this menu.

Unknown Sources-  Gives  you the option of using apps 

that do not come from the Android Market. A benefit indeed, 

but be wary of the source of apps from outside the 

conventional source. 
 

Quick Launchï  An advanced user feature allows you to 

assign short key strokes to launch applications, i.e., tap 

search + b to launch the Internet instead of searching for 

the app icon. 
 

Manage applicationsï Another advanced user area. You 

can delete installed apps, manage their memory usage, 

and clear cache storage of an app here. Do not delete the 

cache or uninstall any application you are not completely 

certain about. 
 

Running Services- This menu allows you to view and 

control apps and services currently running, using memory 

and battery. Please do not stop any service you are 

unfamiliar with. Often these services are working for 

essential functions and could cause you to miss important 

messages and calls.

Background data-  This setting permits the sending and 

receipt of data at anytime- even during times when you are 

not using the device.  
 

Auto-sync ï  Accounts established to send and receive data 

either real-time or scheduled intervals are created here. 

Email and social networking accounts are the most 

common here. 
 

Turn sync ON to allow the applications to update 

information and notify you, as they remain connected to the 

Internet-based accounts. 

 

Having these accounts to sync ON all the time is the 

biggest issue users have related to battery life.

Factory data reset-  This is a dangerous setting to use 

unless you absolutely wish to delete all data, making the 

device as it was coming out of the box. 

 

If you make this deletion in error, simply re-establish your 

Google account to re-establish your contacts, calendar and 

email, as well as your Facebook and Twitter accounts if 

applicable.  

 

Log into your Android Market account and re-install your 

apps. It has both paid and free apps stored on a list. You 

will have to start them all over again, as all stored data was 

lost in the reset.

Managing the memory of your Android device is essential to 

keeping the device running efficiently, without delays and 

loss of data. Understanding where data is stored and how 

to manage it will be very helpful in the process. 

 

Most APK, or Android apps must run from the internal 

memory of the device, although some apps may be moved 

to the SD memory card where there is ample room for 

everything you want and need on your smartphone. 

 

You may upgrade your SD card up to a 32GB maximum on 

most devices. To remove the current card, unmount the 

card first, to secure the data stored on it before removal.  

 

If you do upgrade or replace your SD card, you must 

format the card to be compatible with Android OS before 

use. Formatting will erase any data stored on an SD 

card.

The best way to manage the date and  time is to  select 

Automatic, allowing your  carrierôs network to  provide the 

information. 

You may choose between a standard 12-hour format or 

select 24-hour format, where 1:00pm becomes 1300 hrs. 

 

Choose the date format that works best for how you 

manage your calendar.  People who work with  

multinational companies often change their calendars to 

DD/MM/YY, for example to coincide with the Euro standard 

of  the calendar.

General information about your model and current version 

of the android firmware  is found here.  There are a number 

of Android  models currently, and a number of versions of 

the firmware, which may explain why you may have seen 

your settings menu slightly different from this Samsung 

model. 

 

One good feature here is Battery use, which illustrates 

which processes are currently using your battery, and by 

what percentage.  Display will be a common culprit, but 

simply dimming the screen in the Display menu will help 

that .

1. Primary shortcuts area ï The very bottom of the screen 

holds four app icons that are static, even when you  

search among the seven application screens. 

 

2. The Notifications area is across the top of the                    

screen, Sliding down with your finger from that                      

area will expand notifications with specific details,                                              

and you may launch the app from there as well.  

 

3. The Application screen area is where you may                           

move and organize apps icons copied from the main                

applications menu. You may also add widgets to this 

area

Tips 

 

ÁClean out your email and text messages 

See the smartphone as a convenience for email, and save email on computer instead 

ÁMove all media (photos, video, music) to the memory card if necessary 

Organize media files for quick access, especially listing photos 

ÁDelete temporary Internet files, cookies, clear history 

Can typically be found in the Web browser settings menu 

ÁReset your smartphone at least once per month  

Removing the battery is best, if possible. This also refreshes your wireless network connection 

ÁDelete and reinstall Supra eKey application (if applicable) 

MLS update cache files grow over time, and can cause major problems with your smartphone

Lots of memory can be restored if you get rid of useless apps 



ÁShut down automatic notifications by  

apps (Polling)

the day are draining your battery 

Stopping all Background data 

or Auto-sync functions 

increase battery life but you 

must sync manually, 

including Google apps.
